Edulink allg
us to send texts, emails, and voice messages to ALL of our students’ parents on AljL
of their contact numbers within minutes after an emergency or incident has occurr;d
the school, giving you, the parent, peace of mind knowing that if an emergency sh

happen, you will be informed immediately and receive any necessary instructions. |n
addition, Edulink allows us to send automate attendance calls to notify parents wh¢n
student has an unexcused absence.

We may from time to time also use the service to advise you of general school an-
nouncements such as upcoming school events and activities, report card reminderg,
PTA events, etc. These calls will normally be delivered during the evening hours arjd
will display the school number on your caller ID. This is so you can differentiate be

tween an emegency call from the school, displayed as 411, vs. a general announcefnent

message displayed as the school number.
The delivery success of the message is dependent on the contact information we

so we have the most up-to-date contact information on your students. If this informp-
tion changes during the year, please remember to update the parent portal so you
miss any important school information.

Important things to know:

1. Your caller ID will display 411 anytime an emergency call is coming through from
the school. Caller ID will not display a name associated with the number.
