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o Whitmore Lake Public Schools is now accepting applications for enrollment from students in grades K-
12 who do not reside within the Whitmore Lake Public Schools boundaries pursuant to Section 105 and
105C of the State Aid Act.

e Whitmore Lake Public Schools currently has unlimited enrollment in 7" — 12" grades and limited
enrollment in Kindergarten — 6™ grades for School of Choice Program applicants for the 2021-22
academic year.

e There is no tuition charge for students accepted for enrollment under this program.

e Whitmore Lake Public Schools and the home district must have a written agreement to provide a free
and appropriate public education, including responsibility for payment of added costs, for any student
eligible for and/or receiving special education programs and services, prior to enrollment acceptance.

e Students do not need a release from their home district if accepted for enrollment in Whitmore Lake
Public Schools under the School of Choice Program.

o Transportation will be the responsibility of the parent/guardian.
